IMPLEMENTATION PROGRESS REPORT FOR SINGAPORE (Jan-May 2008)

1. Transposition of the ASEAN Cosmetic Directive into National Law

The Health Sciences Authority (HSA) has transposed the requirements of the ASEAN Cosmetic Directive (ACD) under the Health Products Act (HPA).  The new cosmetic legislation entitled “Health Products (Cosmetic Products – ASEAN Cosmetic Directive) Regulations 2007” was gazetted at the end of  December 2007 and took effect from 01 January 2008. 

2. Product Notification

All new cosmetic products will have to comply with ACD requirements and be notified to HSA prior to sale with effect from 1 January 2008.  However notification of existing products will take place over 4 phases in 2008 and be given time to comply with ACD within the allocated grace period. By the end of this month, the first 2 phases would have been completed. A total of 30,000 notifications consisting of 8,700 existing and 21,300 new products have been received.

The existing electronic notification system (PRISM) for product notification under the ACD has been upgraded to cope with the increasing load.
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
