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My presentation will be brief and and focus on the three main points related to the implementation of ASEAN HARMONIZED COSMETIC REGULATORY SCHEME in the Lao PDR as the following:

1. .Transposition of the ASEAN Cosmetic Directive (ACD) into National Legislation.
The MOH ( Food and Drug Department ) has transposed the ACD under the Ministerial Regulation as Cosmetic Quality Control Management. The new cosmetic regulation has translated into lao language and have submitted to the Ministry for approval. It is expected to promulgate on August 2008.  However, the current regulation for controlling cosmetic products is still effective. During the transposition period, the Food and Drug Department issued two Notifications dealing with cosmetic products marketing in the country.
Following this, the inventory all items placing in the market was done, and we confiscated and destroyed approximately 3 tons of banned and counterfeit products in early June this year.

2. Future Direction.

· At mid-July, the national training workshop on PIF and  PMS 2-3 will conduct by APRIS II for both regulatory and industry sectors.
· The Product Notification will be fully implemented on 1st August 2008.
· Have planned to disseminate the law/regulations from July to September through nationwide.

3. Proposal.

Based on the achievements and constraints, we propose that our future direction for cooperation should be around these core issues:

· To strengthen the existing mechanism

· To raise human resources capacity

· To conduct outreach activities both in terms of safety problem awareness and law enforcement

So, that why we need more training on safety assessment and PMS 1- 2-3.
