1. Progress Report in preparation for the implementation of ASEAN Cosmetic Directive at National Level:
i. Transposition of the ACD into national legislation has been completed and finalised. The Medicines (Cosmetic Products) Regulations 2007 which included the updated Annexes (II, III, IV, VI & VII) and Appendixes (II & VI) have been submitted to the Minister of Health for approval. The Regulations is expected to be ready by 1 January 2008.
ii. Guidelines for Notification of Cosmetic Products in Brunei Darussalam and the Cosmetic Product Notification Form have been finalised pending approval.

iii. Grace periods for notification of existing products which are divided into 3 categories:

· High Risk: 1January – 30 June 2008
· Cosmetic products for application on the region around the eye. 

· Cosmetic products for application on the lips.

· Oral or dental hygiene products.
· hair dyes.
· Medium Risk: 1 July – 31 December 2008
· Leave-on cosmetic products i.e. for applications on the hair, scalp, skin, nails without rinsing.

· Low Risk: 1January – 30 June 2009
· Rinse-off cosmetic products i.e. for application on the hair, scalp, skin or nails which remain in traces after rinsing or use.
