FOLLOW UP FROM THE 8TH ACC MEETING :

The Eighth Meeting of the ASEAN Consultative Committee for Standards and Quality (ACCSQ) ASEAN Cosmetic Committee (ACC) was held on 13 -14 June 2007, Vientiane, Lao PDR. The meeting was chaired by Lao-PDR. All ASEAN Member Countries except Myanmar attended the meeting. The representatives from ASEAN Cosmetic Association (ACA) and ASEAN Secretariat were also attending the meeting
1. IMPLEMENTATION OF THE ASEAN HARMONISED COSMETIC REGULATORY SCHEME (AHCRS)
The ASEAN Secretariat summarised agreement made by ACC Head of Delegate at the ACC  Head of Delegation Meeting in May 2007.

a. Legislation and Regulatory Framework

1.  Transposition of ASEAN Cosmetic directive into National Legislation should be done by 1st January 2008

2. National Legislation should be developed to allow updating of ASEAN Cosmetic Directive based on ACC Decisions.

3.  No modification should be made to the technical requirements/documents which have been adopted by ACC.
4.  EU additional banned items in Annex II will be accepted by all countries upon circulation by ACSB Secretary.

5.  Cosmetic for Hotel and Spa will not be exempted from ACD.  Product made for use by dermatologist will be further discussed. 

b. Post Market Surveillance
PIF Guideline will be developed to cover:

           1.  Time frame and minimum information provide by the Person Responsible for  

                 placing product in the market

           2.  Criteria for Regulators to conduct post marketing surveillance
c. Consideration of concerns from Industry

a.  Member Countries should allow company meeting ACD labelling requirement to  

     put product in the market before 1 January 2008.
b.  Expiry Date or Best Before can be printed on the label. 

c.  Grace Period
Cosmetic products that have been placed in the market before 1 January 2008 can continue to be sold for 36 months.
d.  Additional Clarification

 
a.  Cosmetic products used at beauty salon are covered by ACD

 
b.  Cosmetic products produced for Research should be exempted. 
            c.  Additional Ingredients which have been adopted at 8th ACC meeting will become 

                 effective from 1 January 2008. 
2. NOTIFICATION TEMPLATE

a.   The final template was adopted

b.   New products launch in market after 1 January 2008 will have to be notified to  

      Regulatory Authorities.
c.  Existing products will be classified into four categories with specific grace period 
     depending on their pre registration status and compliance with ACD requirements. 
3.  POST MARKETING SURVEILLANCE – PIF GUIDELINE
PIF Guideline proposed by Singapore was adopted by the Meeting. 

4.  TESTING LABORATORY NETWORK

Singapore will identify priority activities in 2007 and make recommendation for the establishment of Regional Reference Testing Laboratory Network.

5. PROGRESS OF THE ASEAN COSMETIC SCIENTIFIC BODY (ACSB)

a.  The Meeting adopted the Claim Guideline proposed by ACSB.

b.  New product category will be added to Annex 1
c.  Microbiological limits was adopted by the Meeting.

d.  Added 107 ingredients to Annex II (Banned list)

e.  Agreed not to adopt entries 67-92 ( fragrance allergen ingredients) to Annex III

f.   EU INCI or US INCI is acceptable for ingredients label declaration.

g.  ACSB will submit final toxicology report on Diethylene glycol
h.  Eye-lash perming products will be put in the ban product list.

6. ASEAN COSMETIC GMP
a.  Request for additional technical assistance will be coordinated by Malaysia.  
b. GMP for soap industries will be held in September 2007

c.  Malaysia will make recommendation on standard equivalent to ASEAN GMP.
