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Since the implementation of ASEAN Harmonized Cosmetic Regulatory Scheme (AHCRS) on 1st January 2008 is coming in few more days, every ASEAN member countries especially Indonesia should resume whole preparation for the harmonization. Some preparations that have been undertaken and challenges are:
1. Transposition of the ASEAN Cosmetic Directive (ACD)
All related regulation in the Ministerial level or National Agency for Drug and Food Control had been drafted in line with the ACD. However, the Head of NADFC decree related to the cosmetic regulation for ASEAN Harmonization would be issued soon after cosmetic regulation in the Ministerial is issued. The Ministerial decree on cosmetic will be issued very soon. We thank for some comments on draft of cosmetic regulation given by some experts and other ASEAN member countries in which we put it into our consideration on drafting and finalizing the regulation draft.
2. Notification
Eventhough Indonesia is still waiting for the issuance of the regulation, the commitment for implementing notification on 1st January 2008 is not change and it is continuing the pilot project for the notification. The challenge of notification system is how to take the most advantage from the Information Technology especially for conducting Post Marketing Surveillance considering the wide coverage of Indonesia and 26 NADF provinces.  
3. Good Manufacturing Practice (GMP)
As has been agreed in Head of Delegation Meeting on last September, continuous learning process and implementation of GMP are encouraged to the industry especially for Small Medium Enterprises (SME).

Some progresses have been made by both SME and big companies in implementing GMP. However, efforts and some assistance would still continue to be given to the SME in order to ensure that they will fully comply with the GMP.
4. Post Marketing Surveillance (PMS) 1 – Laboratory 
Indonesia has been tasked for developing some analysis method of ……, pirogalol, and hexachlorophene. National Quality Control Laboratory (NQCL) of NADFC as a laboratory reference for method analysis training on Hydroquinone and preservatives. NQCL of NADFC could provide trainers and training material if other ASEAN Member countries request to join the training.
5. Post Market Surveillance / Product Safety Evaluation (PMS/PSE 2,3) 
Since there is shifting from pre-market approval to PMS, Indonesia should increase the number and skill of NADFC inspectors. Training on PMS/PSE has been done for inspectors both in central and provincial level. However, capacity building for inspectors should be speeded up to cover wide areas in country. While, training on PMS and safety assessment for industries will also be conducted in coordination with the universities and the authority. 
With the ASEAN spirit we are confident that the process for the AHCRS implementation would be successful, though on our very first step there is still constraint for the implementation. Therefore, some training are still needed for both industries and regulators.
